First 30 Days – Contract Accomplishments

The following is a description of accomplishments and tasks completed during the first thirty days of the contract between CCS and Lake County, IN Jail for Mental Health Services. The assistance provided by Lake County Jail Administrative staff has been an invaluable component in these accomplishments.

I. Staffing 

1. Successfully hired / retained and transitioned three full-time Mental Health staff from prior vendor, capitalizing on staff knowledge, experience, and ability to function as a team.

2. Successfully obtained an experienced Psychiatrist to provide on-site and on-call psychiatric services. The Psychiatrist has been on-site weekly for a notable amount of time each week, seeing between 25-30 inmates each clinic.

II. Operational Changes & Initiatives 

1. Significantly enhanced medication administration practices for inmates residing on the 4th floor for mental health reasons. Patients now receive medications per time ordered.

2. Introduced and began utilizing CCS Mental Health forms and tracking logs.

>Developed and trained Mental Health and Med-Staff personnel on the use of a Medication/Mental Health Special Needs tracking log. This dynamic document, when fully operational, will assist Mental Health staff to ensure that inmates enrolled in Special Needs or utilizing psychotropic medication are seem regularly and in a timely manner.

>Developed and trained Mental Health and Med-Staff personnel on the use of a referral tracking log, so that all requests made by jail staff or inmates for inmate mental health services are tracked. This allows us to ensure that all requests are follow-up in a timely manner. Worked with Med-Staff Health Services administrator regarding the paperwork flow for referrals – have installed new mailboxes in EMT office and Clinic for referrals bound for Mental Health. We continue to monitor the timeliness of paperwork flow.

>Consulted with Med-Staff Health Services Administrator to update screening forms used at booking by Med-Staff personnel. Forms updated included both medical screening forms as well as mental health screening forms.

3. Assessed Mental Health program for inefficiencies in prior methods of offering services and made recommendations/changes as appropriate. Examples;

>Grouping of 4th floor mental health patients. More than one Mental Health staff member was making rounds daily on the 4th floor mental health inmates, and each staff member was documenting per shift. This practice inhibits continuity of care in treatment plans, and the amount of documentation was unnecessary. Each Mental Health staff member is now assigned to a particular group of 4th floor inmates, and charts on them once a day. Staff serves as back​up for one another for days off.

(No more phone calls. Mental Health staff members were asked almost daily by inmates and staff to make telephone calls on the inmate's behalf to family members and attorneys about a variety of issues. This is not a valuable use of staff time in many cases, and this practice has ceased unless there is a valid clinical reason (such as verified death of a relative) related to the request for a call.

4. Introduced and began utilizing the CCS Psychotropic Medication Formulary. Coordinated all required changes in prescribing process with In Touch Pharmacy, and have trained Mental Health and Med-Staff personnel on the formulary process.

5. Implemented program of face to face psychiatric visits for those inmates taking psychotropic medication who are housed in general population settings.

6. Initiated CCS Mental Health Continuing Education program with written in-service on suicide prevention issues.

III. Non-Clinical Accomplishments

1. Coordinated with Lake County IT staff to provide Mental Health staff with computers for use with tracking logs and email availability.

2. Obtained all necessary supplies for Mental Health staff, including multi-functional copy machine, and set up accounts for staff to utilize for future office supplies and Federal Express needs.

3. Coordinated and scheduled training in-service opportunities for Med-Staff personnel and correctional officers regarding mental health screening, interventions, and referrals from the booking area. This training will be provided August 7th and 8th by a CCS Mental Health Coordinator.

Provided draft of CCS Policy and Procedure manual specific to Lake County Jail. Mental Health staff currently reviewing manual. Will make draft manual available to Med-Staff Health Services Administrator for review.

Future Goals: 

1. Weekly chart audits to ensure adequate screening is provided at booking (to ensure compliance with NCCHC standards).

2. Roll out of CCS Mental Health Ql program. This is dependent on finalizing site procedures for mental health services.

3. Monitor ongoing progress on new procedures established.

WHEREAS, the Common Council of the City of Hobart, Lake County, Indiana, as the legislative body of the City of Hobart, from time to time, encounters issues of public import and moment which invite an expression from the elected representatives as part of the public discourse on the matter; and

WHEREAS, Article 1, Section 31 of the Indiana Constitution provides that no law shall restrain any of the inhabitants of the State from assembling together in a peaceable manner, to consult for their common good, nor from instructing their representatives, nor from applying to the General Assembly for redress of grievances; and

WHEREAS, the Indiana General Assembly recently singled out Lake County non-school Governments by effectively mandating the passage and adoption of an individual Income Tax upon individuals in Lake County to offer so-called relief to property tax payers in the county; and

WHEREAS, the Legislature through some of its members were repeatedly advised that to impose such a tax without meaningful choice is anti-democratic, provides no reform, and in effect, penalizes taxpayers rather than offering them real relief; and

Section 7.: That the Clerk-Treasurer of the City of Hobart is hereby instructed to transmit and forward this resolution to the proper officers of the Indiana General Assembly, to Governor Mitchell Daniels, to the Lake County Commissioners and Lake County Council, to inform their deliberation and to the neighboring cities and towns as well as to other parties and agencies that may be interested.

WHEREAS, The Indiana General Assembly recently passed and the Governor recently adopted by his signature to reverse a ling standing practices of self government and home rule regarding the locally elected officials being accountable to the voters who elect them regarding operating budget decisions; and

WHEREAS, That same law does allow the local County fiscal body to restore the long standing practice of self government and home rule regarding locally elected officials being accountable to the voters who elect them regarding operating budget decisions; and

WHEREAS, New Chicago was incorporated to provide certain public services to the inhabitants of this community, all of whom are also inhabitants of this country and this state, who form time to time assemble together in a peaceable manner, consult for their common good, instruct their representatives and in some cases to apply to the General Assembly for redress of grievances, all for the betterment of government; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED BY The Town Council of the Town of New Chicago, Lake County, Indiana, as follows:

Section 1. That the Town Council of the Town of New Chicago, Indiana, respectfully requests that the Lake County Council take those measures granted to it regarding the recently created County Boards of Tax Adjustment and Capital Projects Review and to restore the long standing practice of self government and home rule regarding locally elected officials being accountable to the voters who elect them regarding operating budget decisions by withdrawing review of operating budget decisions from this board;

Section 2. That the New Chicago Town Council reminds the Lake County Council that there are many points of redress from local taxpayers at the local level already as well as by the Indiana Department of Local Government Finance and that recently law as it applies to operating budgets creates an expensive, added bureaucratic level of government, that only impeded and adds costs without real meaningful informed budgetary review.

Section 3. That the New Chicago Town Council further reminds that Lake County Council that this law without its action, would be allowed to make judgments about the budgetary decisions that the locally elected representative including the Lake County Council itself were elected to make-and to allow this measure to go forward wounds deeply the system of representative government that animates American government.

Section 4. That the Town Clerk-Treasurer be hereby instructed to transmit and forward this resolution to the proper officers of the Lake County Council, to inform their deliberation and to the neighboring cities and towns as well as to such other parties or agencies that my bee interested.

DLGF processing of the Pay 2008 Budgets will begin for a county when the DLGF has all the necessary documentation including either a decision regarding these new LOITs is made or the deadline of December 31, 2007 passes. Therefore, it is imperative for a county to notify the Indiana Department of Revenue, State Budget Agency, and the Department of Local Government Finance as soon as a decision is reached regarding these new LOITs. WHEREAS, Lake County, Indiana, is considering the approval of two (2) separate Agreements with Lake County, Indian, for an intersection public work improvement project of Burr and Joliet Streets, and the maintenance of Joliet Street by the Town of Schererville, located in Schererville and Lake County; both governmental units understand and acknowledge that the Town of Schererville would perform the improvements on the stated public ways, and undertake to maintain Joliet Street; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Lake County, Indiana, have been advised that the provisions of Indiana 36-1-7-1 et seq., as amended from time to time, permit local governmental units and entities to make the most efficient use of their powers by enabling governmental units to mutually agree to the intersection improvements of public ways and roads as well as to undertake maintenance of such roads for the mutual benefit of the participating governmental entities; and

SECTION TWO: That the Board of County Commissioners of Lake County, Indiana, shall take all appropriate and legal measures to enter into a Joint Interlocal Cooperation Agreement with the Town of Schererville, Lake County, Indiana, for the maintenance of Joliet Street, for the mutual benefit of the two (2) participating entities.

WITNESSETH THAT:

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto mutually agree as follows:

1. Employment of Consultant. The County agrees to engage the Consultant and the Consultant hereby agrees to perform the services designated in this contract.

2. Scope of Service. The Consultant shall do, perform, and carry out in a good and professional manner the following services:

CONTRACT CONSULTANT

A. Consultant shall provide administrative and clerical support and assist, advise, and help with strategic planning, needs assessment and implementation of the STRATEGIC PREVENTION FRAMEWORK -STATE INCENTIVE GRANT (hereinafter, called "SPF​SIG'" Grant) that is funded to prevent alcohol abuse among young people in Lake County. Consultant shall assist DFA, and Sheriff Department employees and volunteers in any situation arising out of the performance of their duties or within the scope of their employment or volunteering to include but not be limited to attendance at events, meetings and conferences:

PROVIDE ADMINISTRATIVE SUPPORT FOR PLANNING, ASSESSMENT AND IMPLEMENTATION OF SPF-SIG GRANT

B. Consultant shall devote such hours as are necessary to perform the service listed above.

C. Consultant shall exercise independent legal judgment to act in the best interest of the parties represented.

D. Consultant reports directly to the Executive Director of the Drug Free Alliance and/or person represented and not to the Board of Commissioners and/or Lake County Attorney.

3. Time of Performance. The services to be performed hereunder by the Consultant shall be undertaken and completed in such sequence as to assure their expeditious completion and best carry out the purposes of the agreement.

4. Compensation. The County agrees to pay the Consultant a sum not to exceed $36,000 Thirty-Six Thousand Dollars ($36,000.00) per year for all services required herein at the rate of $30.00 per hour, which shall include reimbursement for expenses incurred except that the County shall pay for any litigation expenses. The Consultant

agrees to complete the project and all services provided herein for an amount not to exceed this sum. Subject to annual funding by the Fiscal Body. County may reimburse Consultant for some pre-approved expenses.

5. Changes. The County may, from time to time, require changes in the scope of the services of the Consultant to be performed hereunder.

Such changes, which are mutually agreed upon by and between the County and the Consultant, shall be incorporated in a written amendment to this agreement.

6. Termination of Agreement. Either Party may terminate this agreement, with or without cause, by giving fourteen (14) days written notice to the other party and specifying the effective date of termination.

7. Accomplishment of Project. The Consultant shall commence, carry on, and complete the project with all practicable dispatch, in a sound economical and efficient manner, in accordance with the provisions thereof and all applicable laws.

8. Provisions Concerning Certain Waivers. Subject to applicable law, any right or remedy which the County may have under this contract may be waived in writing by the County by a formal waiver, if, in the judgment of the County, this contract, as so modified, will still conform to the terms and requirements of pertinent laws.

9. Matters to be Disregarded. The titles of the several sections, subsections, and paragraphs set forth in this contract are inserted for convenience of reference only and shall be disregarded in construing or interpreting any of the provisions of this contract.

10. Completeness of Contract.
This contract and any additional or supplementary document or documents incorporated herein by specific reference contain all the terms and conditions agreed upon by the parties hereto, and no other agreements, oral or otherwise, regarding the subject matter of this contract or any part thereof shall have any validity or bind any of the parties hereto.

11. County Not Obligated to Third Parties. The County shall not be obligated or liable hereunder to any party other than the Consultant.

When Rights and Remedies Not Waived. In no event shall the making by the County of any payment to the Consultant constitute or be construed as a waiver by the County of any breach of covenant, or any default which may then exist, on the part of the Consultant, and the making of any such payment by the County while any such breach or default shall exist in no way impair or prejudice any right or remedy available to the County in respect to such breach or default.

13. Personnel. The Consultant represents that he has, or will secure at his own expense, all personnel required in performing the services under this agreement. Such personnel shall not be employees of or have any contractual relationship with the County. All of the services required hereunder will be performed by the Consultant or under his supervision, and all personnel engaged in the work shall be fully qualified to perform such services.

14. Equal Opportunity and Affirmative Action. The Consultant agrees by the execution of this contract that in regards to its operations:

A. No person shall, on the grounds of race, religion, color, national origin or sex, be excluded from participation, be denied due benefits of, or be subject to discrimination.

B. The principles of equal opportunity in employment and delivery of services are applicable and commits to a policy and practice of nondiscrimination and affirmative action based upon age, military service, ancestry, color, national origin, physical handicap, political affiliation, race, religion and sex.

C. The provisions of the Affirmative Action Program adopted by the Board of Commissioners of the County of Lake on May 31, 1977, as applicable are incorporated by reference as part of this agreement.

D. The provisions of all Federal Civil Rights laws and the Indiana Civil Rights law as applicable are incorporated by reference as part of this agreement.

E. Breach of any of the equal opportunity and/or nondiscrimination provisions of the agreement remedy available to the County in respect to such breach or default.

F. Where applicable, nondiscriminatory clauses and affirmative action clauses shall be made a part of any agreement, contract or lease between the Consultant and any organization, corporation, subcontractor or other legal entity that benefits from the funds paid to the Consultant by this agreement.

15. Miscellaneous Provisions. 

A. This agreement represents the entire understanding between the parties, and modifications of this agreement shall not be effective unless reduced to writing and signed by both parties. In the event any portion or portions of this agreement are found to be void, voided portions shall be stricken and the remaining portions enforced;

B. Consultant may not subcontract any part of the work covered herein without the prior written consent of the County.

C. The Consultant is personally responsible for paying any fines or sanction penalties which any Judge or Administrative Board orders the Consultant personally to pay because of the actions of the Consultants or Consultant's Representatives in violating applicable procedural rules, the rules of professional conduct, and/or the rules of the administrative board. These sums will not be reimbursed by the Board of Commissioners of the County of Lake, nor any of it's elected or appointed officials or employees.

D. For purposes of the service provided herein alone, the Consultant shall be deemed an independent contractor and not an employee of the County, and shall not file any claim under Workers Compensation or Occupational Disease against the County for any injury or disease arising from the performance of this particular contract.

E. Any dispute arising under this consulting contract shall be submitted to binding arbitration as the sole and exclusive remedy of either party.

16. Notice. Any notice, bills, invoices, or reports required by this agreement shall be sufficient if sent by the parties hereto in the United States mail, postage paid, to the addresses noted below.

17. Conflict of Interest.

18. Information Availability. 

A. Information that is the property of Lake County shall be made available in accordance with the Indiana Open Records Law, I.C. 5-15-5.1-1 et seq.

B. County recognizes and acknowledges that in the course of performing the services provided hereunder Consultant may have access to certain confidential or proprietary information of Consultant and Consultant's business and computer operations.

I. INTRODUCTION

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual agreement herein contained and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which are hereby acknowledged, it is agreed between the Responsible Official and USCorp as follows.

II. TERM AND TERMINATION

Effective Date

Duration of Contract

This contract shall be effective for a  TWELVE -  ( 12 ) month period commencing JULY 1, 2007 
and ending  JUNE 30, 2008 

Termination of Contract

Either party may cancel this Contract upon 30 days prior written notice with cause and 90 days written notice without cause. This contract may also be cancelled if the Responsible Official will not perform maintenance or upgrades, which directly affect the Facility performance.

The Responsible Official may cancel if the Indiana Department of Environmental Management (hereafter called IDEM) notifies Responsible Official in writing of any permit violations or violation of any other material environmental regulation has occurred due to the method of USCorp's performance or lack of performance of this Contract, and if USCorp has not corrected such failures after written notice from the Responsible Official and granted a reasonable opportunity to rectify.

III. SCOPE OF SERVICES General

Utility Services Corporation (USCorp) shall operate the Facility as an agent for the Responsible Official. Manage its employees in performing operations; achieve compliance with environmental and other regulatory laws applicable to the systems; and report to the Responsible Official regularly on the status of such activities. USCorp's services are related to system operation, maintenance and management and do not include professional design or engineering services. The policy making and governmental functions relating to the utility shall remain fully vested in the Responsible Official. Such functions shall include, but not be limited to, changes of treatment process; approving all major contracting for services or goods; responsibility for IDEM, or the Environmental Protection Agency (hereafter called EPA) regulations regarding environmental regulatory compliance, and the like; and any other significant policy decisions regarding the departments. In the event of any questions regarding possible policy implications of an operation decision, USCorp shall consult with the Responsible Official to reach agreement of the degree of involvement of the Responsible Official that may be necessary under this paragraph. In the event the parties are unable to agree, the matter shall be deemed a policy function of the Responsible Official, and the Responsible Official's decision in the matter shall in all events be controlling.

Scope of Services

Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the following is a list of specific contractual services which may be performed by USCorp under this Contract.

1. Operate the facility Monday – Friday, five - (5) days per week, performing all on-site testing required by IDEM and/or EPA permits and make all plant adjustments according to laboratory testing results.

2. Provide wastewater treatment plant sampling and laboratory testing as required to maintain the Facility in compliance with present IDEM and/or EPA permits.

3. Complete and submit all reports required by present IDEM and/or EPA permits. USCorp will generate copies of all reports for the Responsible Official, the Facility and USCorp files.

4. Provide certified operators to operate the Facility at rates specified under this Contract.

5. Inspect the Facility's Liftstation(s) Monday – Friday, five (5) days per week.

6. Maintain all chemical levels at the Facility.

7. Provide routine maintenance (oil upkeep, blower belt upkeep, etc..) to ensure proper preventative maintenance to the blower units at the Facility.

8. Provide common housekeeping at the Facility to a degree satisfactory to the IDEM.

9. Assist the Responsible Official with customer relations where appropriate.

IV. RESPONSIBLE OFFICIALS FUNCTIONS

The Responsible Official shall exercise the following functions relative to the Facility.

1. All policy decisions regarding level or kind of treatment, water pollution control or other regulatory standard shall be reserved to the Responsible Official with the advice and guidance of USCorp.

2. All questions of capital improvements, or treatment or control strategies as they may affect the relative requirement for labor or capital.

3. The Responsible Official must approve all contracting and subcontracting by the Responsible Official or by USCorp on behalf of the Responsible Official.

4. The Responsible Official may direct USCorp to adjust specific strategies for operation in response to regulatory concerns, or administrative or court order. In such events, USCorp agrees to promptly follow such instructions, notwithstanding that USCorp may in good faith question whether its actions are within the scope of this Contract. USCorp agrees to respond to the environmental regulatory concerns of the Responsible Official in a timely and responsive manner.

5. The Responsible Official !;hall supervise and control USCorp's performance of this Contract by reviewing USCorp's reports and activities and monitoring performance with such frequency and methods as the Responsible Official may in its discretion determine.

6. When the Responsible Official's personnel are responsible for providing operations data to USCorp, said data shall be provided to USCorp on a daily basis by facsimile or other means.

V. COMPENSATION USC Compensation for Services Rendered

In consideration of the USCorp scope of services described, and in consideration of all other terms and conditions of this Contract, the Responsible Official shall compensate USCorp as follows:

$  2,970.00 /month – Wastewater Operations $  450.00 /month – Laboratory

All supplies, materials, and other consumable items shall be billed to the Responsible Official at a separate rate per pre-approval with the Responsible Official.

Payment

Each month, USCorp shall bill the Owner and the Owner shall pay for services rendered. Invoices shall be payable within thirty-(30) days after the invoice date. All billings over sixty-(60) days past due will be subject to interest charges of 1.5% per month on the unpaid balance or 18% per annum. In the event any or all of the account remains unpaid in full ninety-(90) days after initial billing, the Owner shall be responsible for all costs of collection, including reasonable attorney's fees.

If payment is received within ten-(10) days of the invoice date, a 1% cash discount will be allowed.

Renegotiation of Contract

If USCorp's scope of services is required to change, such change resulting from mutual agreement of the parties, or acts or deeds beyond the control of USCorp, such as and without limitation:

1. Acts of God, floods, unforeseen emergencies, or other events or force making USCorp's performance as considered herein impracticable; or

2. Agreement of both parties to expand the scope of services to be provided; or

3. Changes in flows or characteristics of flow, a significant change in the number of users of the Facility (defined as in excess of 20% change from the level at the effective date of this Contract), or changes in IDEM or EPA programs or directives, or other applicable rules and regulations, if such changes in flow, characteristics, number of users or regulations are unforeseen and substantially change the nature of operational responsibility in order to continue to operate the Facility in a cost effective and environmentally sound manner; then USCorp and the Responsible Official shall either:

a. Immediately renegotiate the scope of services and renegotiate USCorp compensation related to such change in circumstances; or,

b. Nothing herein shall prevent the Responsible Official and USCorp from mutually agreeing in writing to amend the scope of services and compensation, or any other terms herein, for any reason they deem appropriate.

VI. GENERAL PROVISIONS Insurance Provisions

The Responsible Official shall continue to carry and provide and pay for all fire, general casualty and public liability insurance insuring the Responsible Official's Facility and the

Responsible Official from and against all damage claims incurred casualties or public liability/property damage.

USCorp shall carry Worker's Compensation coverage as is required by statute and comprehensive general liability insurance insuring USCorp and its employees and any subcontractors retained by USCorp, if any, and naming Responsible Official in the amount of not less than $500,000.00 in respect to property damage or bodily injury or death of any one person, not less than $1,000,000.00 in respect to bodily injury or death to any persons in any one occurrence. USCorp shall furnish proof of compliance with this paragraph to the Responsible Official.

Warranties and Representations

USCorp represents to and for the benefit of the Responsible Official that it has the ability to operate and maintain the Responsible Official's Facility as provided in the scope of services set forth.

USCorp represents and warrants that it will perform all of its duties, functions and obligations under this contract in a non-negligent manner and with due diligence, and that it has the knowledge of the Responsible Official's Facility the Responsible Official's permit requirements, and the requisite expertise and staff, to maintain the Responsible Official's facility in compliance with applicable existing environmental laws, rules, regulations and permit terms. This representation is subject to any material changes of conditions that meet the terms of this contract. In the event any amendment occurs, the representations and warranties of this subsection shall be deemed extended to such new USCorp duties, functions and obligations, absent an express exclusion of such matters from USCorp's competence by mutual agreement. Absent such exclusions, it shall be agreed that USCorp has the requisite knowledge to operate the Facility as called for by this Contract as amended.

Except as stated and provided, USCorp expressly disclaims any warranties or representations, direct or indirect, that in performing management, supervision, operations and maintenance of the Responsible Official's Facility is guarantees that the Responsible Official's Facility will be of a quality or quantity required to comply with any laws, rules, regulations or orders of IDEM, EPA or any other governmental or administrative body having jurisdiction over the Facility and its operations, now or hereinafter enacted.

So long as USCorp does not materially breach these provisions of this Contract describing USCorp's duties hereunder, any fines levied or the costs of any other enforcement action taken against the Responsible Official, including any damages and costs attributed directly or indirectly thereto, shall be the financial responsibility of the Responsible Official.

Force Maieure

Either party may be relieved from performance of this Contract in case of causes beyond the party's practical control, including among other, injunction, strike, riot, invasion, fire, freezing, flood, explosion, breakdown, act of God, or the public enemy, or the like.

Construction

The headings to the sections hereof have been inserted for convenience of reference only and shall in no way modify or restrict any provisions hereof or be used to construe any of such provision. All questions of construction, interpretation, performance, breach, or enforcement of this Contract shall be determined in accordance with the laws, both statutory and common, of the State of Indiana. USCorp shall not construct but will maintain the Responsible Official's Facility.

Assignment

Neither this Contract, nor any right under it, is assignable, whether by operation of law or otherwise, by any party, without the prior written consent of the other party hereto.

Waiver of Breach

The failure of any party to require performance by the other party of any provision of this Contract shall not affect the right of such party to require future performance of that provision,

and any waiver by any party of any breach of any provision of or delay in the exercise of any right under this Contract shall not be construed as a waiver of any continuing or succeeding breach of such provision, a waiver of the provision itself, or a waiver of any right under this Contract.

Entire Contract; Amendments

In the event that, in the Company's judgment, there is not sufficient capacity at any point in its transmission/distribution system that is used to supply service to Customer, which threaten or could threaten the safe operations or system integrity of Company's system or to maintain operations required to provide efficient and reliable firm service to Customer. Company is authorized to issue, and Customer agrees to comply with, Operational Flow Orders. The Operational Flow Order shall identify with specificity the situation to be addressed and shall (in addition to mandating specific actions) indicate voluntary actions by Customer (increased takes or receipts / decreased takes or receipts, etc.) which would alleviate such situation. Operational Flow Orders shall also specify the time when compliance must be achieved. Such Operational Flow Orders may require Customer to take any of the following actions, or similar actions, to the extent such actions would tend to alleviate the situation to be addressed:

(i) Commence or increase supply inputs into Company's system or at specific receipt points, or shift such supply inputs (in whole or in part) to different receipt points.

(ii) Cease or reduce supply inputs into Company's system at specific receipt points.

(iii) Commence or increase takes of gas from Company's system from specific delivery points.

(iv) Cease or reduce takes from Company's system at specific delivery points.

Such other actions as are within Customer's control that would tend to alleviate the situation to be addressed.

Customer shall not be required under an Operational Flow Order to exceed its total MDQ as specified in this Addendum. nor will Customer be required to accept delivery of gas which the Customer cannot use. Further, if Customer is subject to an Operational Flow Order issued to increase deliveries at receipt points. Customer will have the option to decrease takes at delivery points by a like amount. and vice versa. Similarly, if Customer is subject to an Operational Flow Order issued to decrease deliveries at receipt points, Customer will have the option to increase takes at delivery points by a like amount. and vice versa.

This Addendum incorporates by reference Rate Schedule 328 and Rider 328 FT, as well as the General Rules and Regulations Applicable to Gas Service on file with the Indiana Utility Regulatory Commission, as the same may be amended, modified or supplemented, from time to time, all of which are made part of this Addendum and the Agreement to which it is appended.

This Addendum shall be effective September 1. 2007 and Customer shall have no right to assign or otherwise transfer its interests in this Addendum.

WHEREAS. the Centers have received capital and operating funds from the governments of the United States of America, State of Indiana. and the County of Lake, which are used to accomplish the purposes for which the centers were created; and,

WHEREAS. I.C. 12-29-2-1, et. seq.. provide for the funding of the operating of the centers; and

WHEREAS, Lake County desires to continue to provide operating and capital funds to the centers per I.C. 12-29-2-2(a)(2).

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

That pursuant to I.C. 12-29-2-2(b)(2), for the year 2008 and each year thereafter, an amount of funding for the operation of community health centers shall be calculated as follows:

(A) The amount that was levied in the County to comply with this section from property taxes first due and payable in the calendar year immediately preceding the ensuing calendar year (2007); multiplied by

(B) The County's assessed value growth quotient for the ensuing calendar year, as determined under I.C. 6-1.1-18.5-2.

To be appropriated to the County's centers respective service areas, and that the levy shall be apportioned among the centers, according to the population served by each respective center to the total population of the County as follows:

FINAL ORDER

The plaintiff and defendants by the signatures of their attorneys endorsed hereon have admitted to the findings of fact and conclusions of law hereinafter provided and have consented to the entry of this Final Order of the Court in full and final settlement of all claims and causes of action herein by and between them. The Court, having reviewed the same and being duly advised in the premises, hereby APPROVES AND ADOPTS the admissions and agreements of the parties.

The Court accordingly FINDS AND CONCLUDES as follows:

1. The plaintiff is State of Indiana ex rel. Tri-City Comprehensive Community Mental Health Center, Inc. ("Tri-City"), Edgewater Systems for Balanced Living, Inc. ("Edgewater"), and Southlake Community Mental Health Center, Inc. ("Southlake"). The relators are sometimes referred to herein collectively as the "Centers" or individually as a "Center."

2. The defendants and third par
ty plaintiffs are Lake County, Indiana ("County"); Lake County Treasurer ("Treasurer"); Lake County Auditor ("Auditor"); Lake County Council ("Council"); and Board of County Commissioners of Lake County, Indiana ("Commissioners"). The Treasurer, Auditor, Council including individual members, and Commissioners including individual members are sometimes referred to herein collectively as the "Officers" or individually as an "Officer." The Officers are parties hereto not individually, but as representatives of the divisions of the government of the County that they represent.

3. The third party defendant is Indiana Department of Local Government Finance, an agency of the State of Indiana ("Department").

4. This cause is at issue on the plaintiffs complaint filed May 17, 2005; the Council's answer filed July 14, 2005; the answer of the County, Treasurer, and Commissioners filed July 21, 2005; the defendants' third party complaint filed December 9, 2005; and the Department's answer to third party complaint filed January 30, 2006; and is scheduled for bench trial September 5-6, 2007.
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5. The complaint seeks a mandate order against the County and Officers on account of their alleged failure to have provided funding for the Centers for the years 2003 and 2004 in the amounts required pursuant to Ind. Code 12-29-2 (the "Act"). The defendants' answers deny the material allegations of the complaint and raise certain affirmative defenses.

6. The third party complaint seeks a judgment against the Department for such sum as the Centers may recover from the County pursuant to the complaint on account of the Department having allegedly caused the defendants to fail to meet the requirements of the Act. The Department's answer denies the material allegations of the third party complaint and raises certain affirmative defenses.

7. The County was and is authorized and required by the Act to provide at least certain specified minimum amounts of funding for the Centers, annually, and the Centers were and are entitled to receive such funding from the County, for the years 2003 and 2004 as well as prior and subsequent years.

8. Pursuant to the Act, the County has paid the Centers the total sums of $1,531,865 for 2003 and $1,770,483 for 2004, a total of $3,302,348 for the two-year period, allocated 34.19% to Tri-City, 22.80% to Edgewater, and 43.01% to Southlake.

9. The amounts the County has paid the Centers were less than the minimum amounts the County was obligated to pay pursuant to the Act by $844,904 for 2003 and $129,517 for 2004, a total of $974,421 for the two-year period. Adjusted for interest, the total funding deficiency for the two-year period is now $1,236,898.

10. But for the parties' consent to the alternative form of relief hereinafter provided, the Centers would be entitled to the immediate entry of an order mandating the County to pay, and mandating the Officers to cause the County to pay, the total sum of $1,236,898 to satisfy the funding deficiency for 2003 and 2004 pursuant to the Act, to be allocated 34.19% to Tri-City, 22.80% to Edgewater, and 43.01% to Southlake.

11. The alternative form of relief to which the parties have consented is reasonable and lawful and should be, and hereby is, APPROVED by the Court.

IT IS, THEREFORE, HEREBY MANDATED, ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED by the Court as follows:

1. The County is ordered to pay $100,000 each to Tri-City, Edgewater, and Southlake (totaling $300,000), before December 31, 2007.

2. The minimum total funding that the County is required to provide for the Centers pursuant to the Act for the year 2008 shall be and is hereby increased to $2,276,101. (This is $220,333 more than what the minimum would have been but for this Order, if the statewide annual "assessed value growth quotient" ("AVGQ") for 2008 is ultimately determined to be 3.70%).

3. The County is ordered to provide funding for the Centers pursuant to the Act for the year 2008 in a total sum not less than $2,276,101, allocable 34.19% to Tri​City, 22.80% to Edgewater, and 43.01% to Southlake.

0. For years after 2008, the minimum amount of funding that the County is required to provide for the Centers pursuant to the Act and this Order shall be the amount actually provided or required to be provided pursuant to the Act and this Order
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for the previous year, increased by the applicable AVGQ for the current year, allocable to the Centers in accordance with the provisions of the Act.

5. The intent and effect of Order paragraphs 2, 3, and 4, above, is and shall be to increase the minimum funding level for the Centers that the Act is deemed to require of the County, for 2008 and future years, in order to remediate the minimum funding deficiencies for the years 2003 and 2004.

6. All sums that the County is required by this Order to pay to the Centers are in addition to and without reduction of any other obligations of the County to the Centers, or any Center, if any, for the current year or any other year.

7. Nothing herein shall be construed to limit or affect the discretion of the County and Officers to voluntarily elect to provide funding for the Centers in an amount exceeding the minimum required by the Act and this Order, for any year or years.

8. The Officers are ordered to exercise the powers of their respective offices to carry out, and to cause the County to fully and timely comply with, the provisions of this Order. The provisions of this paragraph shall apply to the individual Officers now in office and their respective successors hereafter in office from time to time.

9. ,This Order is a final order that adjudicates all of the claims, rights, and liabilities of all of the parties and completely terminates this proceeding, other than the third party complaint of the County and Officers against the Department, which shall remain pending on the docket.

Pursuant to Trial Rule 54(B), the Court finds that there is no just reason for delay, and judgment shall be entered forthwith in favor of the relators and against
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the County and Officers as hereinabove provided. An appeal may be taken immediately upon this and any other issues resolved by this Order.

The Court retains jurisdiction to enforce this Order and, in addition, to make such further orders and amendments to this Order as may be shown reasonably necessary to effectuate its intent in the event of a future material change of circumstances, such as but not limited to amendment of the Act.
